7. Upon joining the network will I receive a membership card and/or be required to pay dues?
Yes, you will receive a membership card that will allow you the benefit of attending various workshops and conferences hosted throughout the US and abroad at discount rates.  As a member you are asked to support the chapter by paying $5.00 per month.  The funds generated are used to offset our outreach ministries, use as scholarships and to assist those who may be in need.

The founder and director of the National Liturgical Dance Network, Eyesha K. Marable ministered as a soloist and consulted with churches, admonishing them to dance before the throne of God with integrity under the unction of the Holy Spirit for her first five years in the dance ministry.   She helped to develop and nurture dance ministries throughout New York City area. As the demand grew greater, it became impossible to meet all the needs of the blossoming dance ministries single-handedly. Yet, Eyesha’s passion would not allow her to ignore their need for assistance, particularly after co-coordinating three national dance conferences at Allen A.M.E. Church and assessing the need for constant building of leadership skills. She has been called to join forces with dance ministry leaders throughout the nation who too are called to develop and maintain the integrity of liturgical dance in the church universal. “It is imperative that we first, understand why God chose, anointed, appointed and called us for such a time as this, and then make sure that God is praised with our whole mind, body and soul. This will ensure that satan will never take dance back.” 

 As a result, the National Liturgical Dance Network was founded in 1998, in an effort to help dance ministries function effectively within their church, best witness to people through dance, and to edify God’s kingdom by enhancing the praise and worship experience for the church universal.  Its objective is to transform artists into worshippers that can usher in the presence of the Lord, function effectively within order of ministry at their respective churches; and direct a group with authority, compassion, excellence, confidence, skill and commitment. In order to safeguard and uphold the integrity of dance in praise and worship, it is necessary that we identify and share the best practices amongst each other.  The Network is designed to foster unity in the body of Christ amongst praise and worshipers of all races and denominations.

Our bodies have many parts, but the many parts make up only one body when they are all put together. So it is with the body of Christ. Each of us is a part of the one body of Christ. Some of us are Jews, some are Gentiles, some are slaves and some are free. But the Holy Spirit has fitted us all together into one body. We are to be humble, gentle, patient with each other, making allowance for each other’s faults because of our love. Try always to be led along together by the Holy Spirit, and so be at peace with one another.

We are all parts of one body, we have the same Spirit, and we have all been called to the same glorious future. For us there is only one Lord, one faith, one baptism, and we all have the same God and Father who is over us all and in us all, and living through every part of us. However, Christ has given each of us special abilities – whatever he wants us to have out of His rich storehouse of gifts. 

Why is it that He gives us these special abilities to do certain things best? It is that God’s people will be equipped to do better work for Him, building up the church, the body of Christ, to a position of strength and maturity, until finally we all believe alike about our salvation and about our Savior, God’s son, and all become full grown in the Lord – yes, to the point of being filled full with Christ. 

Under His direction the whole body is fitted together perfectly, and each part its own special way helps the other parts, so that the whole body is healthy and growing and full of love.
